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Retail Workers and Community Allies Rally and
March for Living Wage, Better Working Conditions

Nearly 150 people, including local retail work -
ers and community leaders, protested low
wages and poor working conditions in
Broadway stores throughout SoHo and NoHo at
a rally and march dubbed "Re-Action on
Broadway” on Sunday, December 17th.

The rally began in front of the Yellow Rat
Bastard flagship store, which is a part of a retail
chain that is being investigated by the NYS
Attorney General’s office for violation of mini -
mum wage and overtime laws.  The owner of
YRB, Henry Ishay, also faces criminal charges
for failure to keep proper payroll records.

Former YRB worker, Danielle Ly, spoke about
her experiences at the store, describing verbally
abusive managers, illegal wages and a rat infestation.  Other speakers included: NYS Senator Martin
Connor, GOLES Executive Director Damaris Reyes, Bakary Savaneh, President of the Gambian Society,

Michael Feinberg of the NY Labor-Religion
Coalition, Lucille Carrasquero of the Cooper
Square Committee and Jose Enriquez, a worker
at Footco and President of RWDSU Local 2006.
Reverend Billy and the Stop Shopping Choir
performed sermons and songs against the
exploitation of retail workers.
